Science Explanatory Writing Prompt
Explanatory writing answers questions about what and how. This kind of writing helps readers understand a concept like atomic or cellular structure, an event like the invention of the microscope, a theme such as evolution of organisms and knowledge, or a person like Demitri Mendeleev. The purpose of an explanatory prompt is to provide information for the reader to understand the chosen topic, not to tell a story or to persuade.
During the next 20 minutes, write about one specific science concept, theme or topic that captured your interest in your past science classes – one that you think is important for people in our society to understand in order to live within the world around you.
Writing Prompt
Identify and describe one concept, theme, or topic that stands out for you from your previous science classes (Earth and Space Science, Biology, Chemistry, Physics, Human Anatomy, or Environmental Science).  Include how knowing this science concept, theme, or topic will help others better understand, live within, and/or change our world.
